Executive summary: Heating with wood — Béhmenkirch is betting on clean energy

Case description

Background :

The wind energy units installed in the windy areas of the town of Bohmenkirch can be seen
from quite a distance. And now the township itself has begun a new era: their new local
heating plant is providing much of the town centre with heat.

Description :

Among the buildings serviced are the school complex, the community centre with its learners'
swimming pool, the seniors' centre, the new and the old part of City Hall, the "Haus am
Markt" service centre and also a church parish hall including its apartment. The 1,500 m? of
wood chips used each year replace 100,000 litres of heating oil. The wood-burning plant
operates in the winter and is designed to provide for basic heating needs. It can be set to
work at anywhere from 20-100 % of its overall capacity. When requirements are especially
high, the existing boilers in the grade school are turned on; they are also used in the summer
to provide warm water. Parallel to this, the town also operates its own photovoltaic solar
power system. At first, the town fathers were thinking of renting out their rooftops for such
purposes, but it didn't take them long to realize that it is more profitable for them to own and
operate these systems themselves.
